News Leads Related to Terrorist Bombings in Paris

1. A MOBILE phone believed to have been used by one of the attackers in the Paris shooting and bombing has been recovered.


2. There were seven coordinated terror attacks in Paris carried out by militants, killing at least 129 people. 
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3. On a night when thousands of Paris residents and tourists were reveling and fans were enjoying a soccer match between France and world champion Germany, horror struck in an unprecedented manner. Terrorists -- some with AK-47s, some reportedly with bombs strapped to them -- attacked sites throughout the French capital and at the stadium where the soccer match was underway.

4. Scores were killed in the coordinated attacks late Friday, leaving a nation in mourning and the world in shock.

5. They were concertgoers and football fans. 
They were students, teachers, journalists, architects and lawyers. 
One was on a roller derby team. 
They are among almost 500 people from all walks of life and from all corners of the world who were killed or injured in coordinated terror attacks Friday night in Paris.

6. Investigators looking into Friday's terror attacks in Paris have a "strong presumption" that another suspect besides Salah Abdeslam is still at large, an official source close to the investigation told CNN on Tuesday.

7. More than half the nation's governors say they oppose letting Syrian refugees into their states, although the final say on this contentious immigration issue will fall to the federal government.

8. The host of HBO’s ‘Real Time’ said of the tragic terrorist attacks in Paris: ‘Bombing [ISIS] over there is what is causing the Paris thing to happen!’

9. iLived.  A fortunate Frenchman survived the terrorist rampage through Paris when his cellphone caught a potentially lethal piece of shrapnel outside the Stade de France.

10. Following Friday's horrific attacks in Paris, a Boston Marathon bombing survivor has offered beautiful words of hope.  Jane Richard's 8-year-old brother, Martin, was the youngest person killed in the 2013 Boston bombing, and Jane, herself, lost one of her legs in that attack. Shortly after Martin's death, a photo of him holding a sign that read, "No more hurting people. Peace," went viral. On Saturday, 9-year-old Jane recreated her brother's message -- this time in French -- to send her love to Paris.

11. Surveillance video obtained by The Associated Press indicates a team of three attackers carried out the shootings at a Paris sidewalk cafe, leading police to believe that a second assailant is on the loose.

12. With the Germany v Netherlands friendly already cancelled due to security concerns, all eyes will be on tonight's match at Wembley, which is due to kick off at 8pm.

13. "On Friday evening you stole the life of an exceptional person, the love of my life, the mother of my son, but you will not have my hatred.

14. The BBC reports that US Secretary of State John Kerry has described Islamic State militants as "psychopathic monsters" following Friday's deadly attacks in Paris.

15. Harrowing footage has emerged of the desperate aftermath of the Paris terror attack showing terrified survivors cowering among shattered glass as bomb blasts and gunfire ring out around them.

16. Bley Bilal Mokono was out with his 13-year-old son and was grabbing a sandwich in a branch of Quick opposite the Stade de France when he brushed shoulders with one of the attackers in the toilets, who looked "sweaty and worried".

17. Panic and chaos spread among concert goers as four men, armed with automatic rifles and kalachnikovs, entered the theatre at around 9.30 local time - 40 minutes into the band set - after killing the bouncers before firing several shots into the crowd.
