· REFLECTIVE QUESTION:  Prepare a reflective question (or two) to ask the class related to your news article presentation.  It should be challenging and encourage class discussion.  (What if…?  Who thinks…?  Why did they…?) (2 points)
· PRESENTATION:  You may choose to present your article directly to the class OR you may create a PowerPoint presentation with all of the elements on this page and post it on Edmodo for the class to see.  (10 points)
· If you present directly to the class, please attach a copy of the news article to this paper.
