Edwards’ Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God
One-Pager Persuasion and Reflection Activity
What is a One-Pager? A One-Pager is a single-page response to your reading (a poem, a novel, a chapter, an essay). It is a way of making your own pattern of your unique understanding of the text. It is a way to be creative and experimental. It is a way to respond imaginatively and honestly.

The more creative you allow yourself to be, the more you will get out of the reading assignment. All contents below should be included on the FRONT of the paper, thus making your reflection a one-pager.
On FRONT of Paper: 

· Title and Author: Write the title of the essay and the author's name – make sure you punctuate and spell both correctly.

· Illustration: Using colored markers, crayons, or pencils, draw pictures/images that symbolize aspects of the story. The illustration(s) should be dominant on the page and should be filled with color. This sermon included much imagery – reflect on that in your illustration. 
· Important Quotation/Explanation of Quotation: Pull out an important quotation from the sermon, citing a page number. If you are working with a partner, each person should include his/her own important quotation, followed by the group member’s initials.  Use quotation marks to note that it is a direct quote from the text. Explain why the quotation is significant. (i.e. "This quotation expresses…”) 

· Figurative Language Examples/Effects on Audience:  Include one example of each of the following types of figurative language from the sermon: simile, metaphor, and personification. Then, in sentence form, explain the effect each has on the audience.
· Meaningful Question/Answer: Pose a meaningful question pertaining to the matter in the sermon. Attempt to respond to your question in a complete sentence. If you are working with a partner, each person should include his/her own important quotation, followed by the group member’s initials.  
· Personal Statement: Make a personal statement about what you have read. If you are working with a partner, each person should include his/her own personal statement, followed by the group member’s initials.  These are not opinions about the content of the material (i.e. a story was boring), but rather a thought, a meaningful statement, or your impression of what you have read. 
On BACK of paper:  Write your name(s), date and block.
Hint: When working on the front page, the "lines" (in this case imaginary!) are NOT your friends. Write on a slant, or weave your words around the pictures, upside down, curved or mirror imagery…let your artistic side loose. The more creative you become, the more you think and learn! Have fun with your freedom! (
