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Objective:
Students will create a missing scene from The Crucible involving major and minor characters which are consistent with Arthur Miller’s characters, plot, and style.
· Write a script for a scene which could likely have happened either before, during, or after the play.  (For extra credit, you may perform or record your scene.)
· Along with scripted dialogue, include narration and stage directions. Try to focus the action and dialogue on two or three characters. 
· Your script should be typed (2 – 5 pages), and the language should be consistent with the language used in The Crucible.  
· Do not alter events in the play; rather, add a scene which “fills in the blanks” of what might have been happening off stage or between acts.  
Possible Ideas:  

Abigail goes to Danforth to try to convince him to release John from prison.

John is put in the dungeon and chained to the wall.

Hale speaks with ___________, who is condemned to hang for witchcraft.

Parris visits Proctor and demands he sign a confession to bewitching the girls.


Abigail visits Elizabeth in jail to blame her for the situation.

Hale speaks to someone in Beverly about what happened in the court in Salem.

Abigail plots to leave town with Mercy.


Elizabeth, Rebecca, and Martha discuss the option of confessing to witchcraft.


Parris speaks with Betty about what is going on.


Thomas and Ruth Putnam speak with Betty about what is going on.


________________ tries to convince Giles Corey to confess before pressing him to death.


Tituba talks to ______________ while in jail about confessing to witchcraft.


Mary Williams confesses to _____________ about why she changed her mind in court.
